The House Agricultural Committee has granted a limited extension on action on the bill for further study. That extension ends June 20, with a vote to be taken thereafter. There's a lot of pressure being exerted on the committee to pass the bill this time around. 

If enough of us contact the members of the committee and our own house representatives asking them to vote against the bill, it might make a huge difference in the committee vote for or against support of the bill.

Remember, if passed, the paleo bill would make amateur collecting on federal lands virtually impossible and ownership or sale of paleo materials illegal (unless you can prove they did not come from public lands). I.E. if this bill would curtail the amateurs right to collect fossils today, how about minerals or cutting materials tomorrow? If our rockhounding community (some 50,000 members + strong) is to make a difference, time is truly of the essence. If the bill passes, we all lose!
